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General Rules 

Playing golf 
 Prior to play, all golfers must first register with the Golf Shop or starter. 
 All players must be familiar with and abide by golf etiquette as outlined in the USGA Rules of 

golf. 
 All play will start from the first tee unless otherwise approved by the Golf Shop Professional 

on duty. 
 All children under the age of 13 must be supervised by an adult.  Strollers and car seats are 

not permitted on the course. 
 

Dress Code 
 All golfers must wear appropriate golf attire as determined by the Golf Pro.  Acceptable Golf 

Course clothing includes long slacks, Bermuda shorts, golf shirts, sweaters, jackets, forward 
facing caps and hats.  Cut-offs, Tank tops, swimming shorts, gym shirts, clothing with stains 
or holes, clothing with inappropriate art design or writing, and denim are not permitted. 

 All golfers are required to wear appropriate golf footwear.  Metal spikes are prohibited. 
 

Responsibility of members 
 Members are responsible for their own conduct and the conduct of their children and guests. 
 Members will be responsible to the Club for any debts, damage or breakage caused by         

themselves or their guests. 
 Members may not attempt to direct the work of Club employees. 
 Questions or concerns relative to the Golf Operation or its employees should be brought to 

the attention of the head golf professional. 

Golf memberships 

Memberships are valid from the date of payment through December 31st of that year.  The Golf 
Application will explain the rates, due date, and any available discounts. 

Members are entitled to tee time privileges 14 days in advance. 
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Tournament schedule 

Mountain View Country Club offers a full tournament schedule, unmatched by any other facility 
in the area.  A copy of the tournament schedule is available in the Golf Shop, as well as online at 
www.mtviewcountryclub.com.  

Course availability 

The official golf season 

April 1—November 30 

 In case of inclement weather or maintenance procedures, the Golf Course Superintendant 
may close the course temporarily or delay its opening.  Unless otherwise amended, the following 
weekly events apply throughout the golf season: 

Tuesday 

 9-hole ladies league starting at 5:30pm.  Please contact the golf shop for  open times. 

Thursday 

 18-hole ladies league in the morning (9am).  Please call the golf shop for open times. 
  

 9-hole Men’s league starting at 5:15pm. 

Saturday and Sunday 

 Morning tee times (7am until 9am) are reserved for our Full golf members only.  If tee 
times are available within 3 days of the weekend, the open tee times become available to non-
members. 

During peak play times indicated above, only threesomes and foursomes will be allowed to       
commence play.  Twosomes and singles will be paired up with a group based on availability by the 
Golf Shop Staff.  A fivesome NEEDS THE APPROVAL of the Golf Shop Professional on duty.

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Off Season 

 The off season is December through March.  Depending on Mother Nature, the golf course 
may maintain regular operation during this time based on the decision of the Golf Course           
Superintendent. 

 

 Once the golf course is closed for the winter, members may play FLOG.  FLOG is golf spelled 
backwards from green to tee.  The Superintendent sets up the course so members can get some 
swings and exercise in when the greens are closed in the Off Season.  Golfers start at #18 green 
and tee off at the markers to number 18 tee and putt out and finish the round on #1 tee. 

Golf cart and push/pull cart information 

Golf Cart Guidelines 
To prevent excessive damage, the Golf Course Superintendent may adjust the guidelines regarding 
the use of motorized golf carts on the course.  All players are responsible for knowing the daily 
guidelines regarding the use of the golf carts (Cart Path Only, 90 Degrees, Etc..)  The daily      
guidelines are available from the Golf Shop or the Starter. 
The following applies at all times: 
 Motorized carts are confined to the cart paths near greens and tees.  When operating in the 

fairways or roughs, please follow cart signs. 
 Course conditions will ultimately dictate cart use rules. 
 A valid driver’s license is required to drive and operate a golf cart. 
 
Push/pull carts are confined to the fairways and roughs at all times, never on tees or near 
greens.  Pull carts may never be taken closer than 10 yards to any green and must always be kept 
outside of greenside bunkers (never between the bunkers and the green.) 

 

If a member or his/her guest is observed abusing the Club’s golf cart policy, the member will be 
given a written warning.  Any subsequent abuse may result in disciplinary action, which may       
include temporary loss of golf cart privileges. 
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Locker Rooms 

Children under the age of 14 must be accompanied in the locker rooms by a parent or other adult. 

Club Storage 

Based on availability in the Club Storage Room, the Golf Staff will be happy to arrange for      
members to store and have their clubs cleaned after each use.  A one-time annual fee will be 
charged for this service.  Only one golf bag per stall is allowed.  Each bag that is stored will be 
assigned a stall number, and a bag tag will be printed with the member’s name for identification. 

Handicaps 

Golf is a game of honor.  All members have a duty to learn and abide by the USGA Rules of Golf.  
Mountain View Country Club uses USGA Rules unless modified by Local Rules.  If a member has any 
questions pertaining to the Rules of Golf, please see the PGA Head Golf Professional.  Our Posting 
season is April 1st through November 15th. 

 

Proper recording of handicaps results in the opportunity for golfers of widely varying skill levels 
to compete in an equitable way.  The USGA has developed clear guidelines with regard to              
recording and maintaining handicaps.  Mountain View Country Club uses Equitable Stroke         
Control to  adjust scores that are entered into the computer.  (See the accompanying table.)      
Under the USGA Handicap System, the best ten (10) of the last twenty (20) scores, compared to the 
USGA Course Rating, are used to determine one’s Handicap Index.  In addition, exceptional           
tournament scores made within the last 12 months are also used to calculate the index. 
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In Pennsylvania, scores are posted beginning April 1 and ending November 15.  All scores must be 
posted.  The Professional Staff will assist members in posting and adjusting their scores as          
required by the USGA Handicap Guidelines, per request. 

The Handicap Committee, along with the Head Golf Professional, is responsible for monitoring 
player performance and handicap postings.  When indicated, the Committee will take appropriate 
action to correct improper postings and/or tournament results that are inconsistent with 
“normal” results. 

Responsibility of members 
Golfing members must record all acceptable rounds of golf in the handicap system as soon as   
possible. 

 

Handicap accounts 
Please ask one of the Golf Professionals to help you create an account in the Handicap Computer 
System. 

Severe weather alert 

When the lightning hazard level becomes dangerous, an alarm will sound one long siren.  All 
players MUST exit the golf course and seek shelter in the club House.  When the danger has        
subsided and is safe for play to resume a continuous siren will sound. 

Pace of Play 

It is the goal of the Mountain View Country Club to provide a pace of play that ensures members 
can enjoy their round of golf without undue delay.  It is the responsibility of all players to      
maintain a proper pace of play and to play in a manner that avoids undue waiting by other groups 
on the golf course.  The Professional Staff will monitor play and assist in slow play issues as they 
arise.   
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Course etiquette 

Divots 
If a fairway divot is retrievable, please place the turf back in the hole and tap down with your 
foot. 
 

Ball marks 
Please be mindful to repair your ball marks plus others that you may see on the putting surface 
without unduly delaying play.  This will help the greens heal faster, and of course improve the 
conditions for everyone.  To properly repair a ball mark, use a divot repair tool and  insert the 
prongs on the edge of the ball mark.  Twist the prongs to the center of the mark, repeating this 
action all the way around.  Lightly tap down with the flat bottom of your putter.  Do not pull up 
with the tool as this will only cause extra damage. 
 

Rakes & Bunkers 
After playing out of the sand, please rake all areas to smooth the surface.  Enter and exit bunkers 
away from the putting green side to avoid slipping or destroying edges and banks.  It is also       
recommended to tap your golf shoes once you exit the trap to remove the sand.  Please place all 
rakes outside the bunkers, parallel to the line of play, a reasonable distance from the outside edge 
of the bunker where they will be least likely to affect play. 

On another note with bunkers, at Mountain View Country Club, it is a local rule that stones in a 
bunker are movable obstructions (Rule 24-1 applies.) 

All food & beverage to be consumed on property must be purchased through the club.
